Objective: 
The student will research an assigned element and write a report in the form of a police “WANTED” poster.

Background:
All matter is made of elements.  Without elements we could not exist.  This project will give you the opportunity to learn about one element in depth.

Requirements:


1.  Construct a poster which displays the required information about your   


      Element.

2. Your poster must be in the form of a police “WANTED” poster.

3. Your poster should be on poster board, NOT PAPER.  It should be  half the size of a standard sheet of poster board.

4. Include at least one large illustration.  You can make your own drawings or use pictures/photocopies from magazines/internet.

5. All information on your poster must be factually correct.

6. Neatness counts!  Your lettering should be neat and straight.  Do not have cross-outs, smudges, stains, wrinkles, or stray marks on your poster.  Be sure to use color.

7. Use your imagination! Make an interesting and exciting poster.

8. On the back of this page is a list of items usually included on a “wanted” poster. Read it before you start so that you know what information you need to look for!

1. Wanted for

These are the particular “crimes” or uses of your element.

2.  Description

color, weight (atomic weight), distinguishing characteristics (atomic number and structure, metal or non-metal, other physical properties)

3.  Alias’ or AKA’s (also known as)

Other names used for your element: include its chemical symbol, historical names, common names, slang terms, etc.

4.  First arresting officer

The name and information about the person who discovered the element.

5.  Arrested on First Offense

a.   date arrested (date discovered)

b. particulars (where was it discovered, how it was discovered)

6.   Priors

What has it been used for in the past?

7.  Mode of Operation

How your element behaves and reacts (chemical properties)

8.  Last Known Whereabouts

Location where your element is found; its abundance on Earth

9.  Known Associates

List other elements with which your element is often associated or combined with in ores and compounds

10. Warning

Is it armed and dangerous or good natured and well behaved?  Explain the dangers associated with your element.

11.  Anything else you can think of! Be creative!!!!
